	I. The condition people are in
    The woman had a specific accusation.
     - Caught in the act of adultery
        • Failed marriage?
        • Prostitute?
     - Facing the penalty of death
        • Law  of Moses - stone her!
        • Sin was made extremely public
    We may have varied situations
     -May or may not be related to the women's
        • Immorality
        • Addictions
        • It is all sin!
     - We may be facing the penalty of spiritual death
        • The wages of sin is death (Romans 6:23)
        • May or may not be exposed

II. The condemnation of accusers
    Her accusers had an ulterior motive
    - To discredit Jesus
    - Her descovery was premeditated
    Satan accuses us
    - The accuser of the brethren (Revelation 12:10)
    - Roams about like a roaring lion seeking someone to devour (1 Peter 5:8)

III. The counsel of the Lord
    Go and sin no more
     - Where are the accusers?
        • Without sin cast the first stone
        • One by one they walked away
     - Neither did Jesus condemn her.
        • A new beginning
        • Turn away and do it no more
    There is no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus
     - Our failures are not the end
        • We can start fresh
        • We have a new beginning
     - There is nothing God cannot do
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
