II. She was convinced by the Word
    She trusted the Hebrews by their word
    - Swear to me by the Lord
    - She agreed, "Let it be as you say."
      
    Faith is taking God at His Word
     - Not a hokey formula
        • Not merely positive thinking
        • Not wishing upon a star
     - Believes what God has said

III. She was converted by the Lord.
   Scarlet cord was symbolic of the blood
    - Identified her location
    - Obedience to the instruction
   Without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness of sins
    - Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden
    - Ram in the thicket to substitute for Isaac
