I. Prayer is powerful to overcome obstacles (4-7).
• It is not by human strength.
  - It is not by our might but by HIS might.

II. Prayer is powerful to accomplish big things (8-10).

• It gives us the ability to complete what we have started.

        • Matthew 17:20, "I tell you the truth, if you have faith as small as a mustard seed,
         you can say to this mountain, 'Move from here to there' and it will move. Nothing
         will be impossible for you."
        • Romans 4:21, "fully persuaded that God had the power to do what he had promised."
