I. Reconciling relationships

• There can be no divisions in the church if we want to honor the Lord.
   -Human nature is inclined to take sides
   -There needs to be unity among us

• There must be a proper attitude
   -Approach the table for the right purpose
   -Give deference to one another

II. Remembering what Jesus did

• “This do in remembrance of Me.”
   -This is My body for you
   -This is the new covenant in My blood
   
• Give thanks for the body and blood of Christ
   -Jesus gave thanks for these things
   -Remembering ought to stimulate thanksgiving

III. Repeating the message

• Proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes

   -“Preaches” the sacrificial death of Jesus Christ
   -Keeps Jesus’ return in perspective
• Gospel story is repeated

   -God so loved the world
   -Body broken and blood shed so that we should not perish

IV. Repenting of our sins

• Examine ourselves

   -Recognize His holiness
   -Realize where we fall short

• Not to partake in an unworthy manner

   -Being unrepentant
   -Being flippant

V. Responding to its purpose

• Make changes in our behaviors

   -Focus on the reason for participating
   -Be considerate of fellow worshipers

• Make a plan to remedy problems

   -What needs to be done differently?
   -How do we need to change?
