I. Elisha's servant (15)

• He saw the obvious
   -Surrounded by a strong force (14)
   -An army with horses and chariots

• His reaction was typical
   -"What are we going to do?"
   -The obstacles were overwhelming


II. Elisha's faith (16)

• He told his servant not to be afraid.
   -Fear will paralyze us
   -Fear will prevent stepping out in faith

• He reminded his servant that there were more of "us" than "them".
