I. The ministry of listening
· Listening is critical for creating an atmosphere of love
        - People are desperate for someone who will listen to them
         - Being heard gives them a feeling of acceptance
· Listening is imperative for creating an environment of caring.
        - Brushing other off conveys disinterest and not caring
         - When people can share with others confidently, it will deepen relationships.
II. The ministry of helpfullness
· Helpfullness is being available for the needs of others
        - Many of us are overextending ourselves and unable to give time to others
          - Yet the commodity of time is something we all can share regardless of
             our economic status
· Helpfullness is putting action to love
          - It's become too easy to alibly say we love others
          - But stepping up at times of need can be an extreme blessing
III. The ministry of bearing one another's burdens
· Bearing other burdens empathizes with what they're going through
        - Bearing their burdens identifies with that struggle
          - Bearing others' burdens fulfills the law of Christ
          - The greatest commandment is to love the Lord your God with all
             your heart, soul, and mind.
